Each team should have available for inspection a copy of your official roster and ID cards if requested. South County rules require your team to provide us with a copy of your official roster. This must be turned in prior to your first game. South County rules also apply to playing time. Each player must play in each half of the game. The game format will be two 12-minute halves with each team receiving four timeouts. The mercy rule will also apply-that is if a team leads by more than 20 points the clock will run continuously in the 2nd half except during timeouts.
The tournament will provide basketballs for warm-up and game. Please do not bring any basketballs into the gym.

Team trophies will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place teams.  
Please encourage your fans to attend. They will be rewarded with some exciting entertainment and the knowledge that they are supporting a good cause.
